
ISLANDS

Two are English Jesty islands not linked to the main tree: Chester and Gosport. The latter is the root of Trevor’s family, the cricketers.

Another shows the inheritance of Benjamin’s portrait to Edith (Jesty) Pope, and thence to Frank Pope in Molteno, South Africa.

A new Sheet CAN details the large island of Jestys in Canada descended from George and Annie Jesty of Newfoundland, but their English 

roots remain unknown.
